The Twin Cities Mobile Market will 

try to accommodate the requests as long as the requested items are healthy.    

The Twin Cities Mobile Market stops at 17 locations in Saint Paul five days a week and 

offers a wide variety of food such as fruits, vegetables, meats, dairy products and dry 

goods.  The Twin Cities Mobile Market plans to operate year round and will offer as 

many local and in-season fruits and vegetables as possible.
